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One of the things that | have struggled with in regard to my own personal body clutter is learning to eat
less food than what | want to eat. What | want to eat and what | need to eat are often incongruous and
| have a small battle inside my head trying to decide if | am going to "behave” or "sin". You know
exactly what I'm talking about! It's an issue | know a lot of us all share in common. Getting a grip on
how much you really need food-wise is tough. We are used to overfeeding ourselves, truth be told.

Take restaurants for example. Not only do they bring your food on PLATTERS and not plates, they give
you enough to feed your entire family. And what do we do? The food comes, we oooh and ahhh over
how big the portion is and then we dig in. We will either eat till we're stuffed and bag it up to take
home or we'll eat it all and complain about how full we are.

Let me share with you how many calories are in a typical chain restaurant meal. For fun, I'm going to
share with you something | just ate at a major chain restaurant a while back (thinking a salad would be
a good choice) and how blown away | was that it was this many calories and this much fat-it's just
unbelievable!

| was absolutely STUNNED!! That's just not doing my body any favors! 13 grams of that 76 fat grams
were saturated fat, too.

What does that tell you?

Two things:

1) BEWARE of "healthy” main course salad options at restaurants and,

2) Restaurant salad dressings are usually really, really over the top fat-wise, carb-wise and in calories.

And that brings me back to my original point: less food-we don't need to eat all of that! The all-you-
eat-mentality is particularly pronounced at restaurants. They BRAG about their hefty portion size!

So how do you handle restaurants? Know what you're walking into, for starters. If it is a chain
restaurant, look on line to see if you can find the menu and the nutritional info for the menu. Not all
restaurants do that, but there are other sites out there with that info-just google it.

Second, have a back up plan. Order sauces, dressings and anything else that you will lend a huge
caloric and often, fatty punch to the meal, on the side. All restaurants will happily accommodate...just
ask.

Third, if you haven't split your meal with a dining companion, ask for a doggie bag right when your
meal comes. Cut your meal in HALF or more, and bag it up. If it is off your plate, you are less apt to
chow down on it and leave with a Thanksgiving-stuffed feeling.

And last but not least-keep restaurant eating as a treat and not a part of your weekly plan. Eating at
home is always cheaper, most likely to be more nutritious, you control the fat and the salt and the
service is predictable, right?

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Guidelines for Project Chair

Initial Thought: Take time to sit down and think through the project. Ask yourself these questions.

1. What are the goals and purpose?
2. How many committee members will it require?
3. How much time will it take?
4. When to start it and when will it be finished?
5. How much money will it take to run the project?
Organize:
1. Review any past Chapter Project Reports in your chapter files.
2. Meet with your committee and remember to include them in all discussion.
3. Delegate jobs to other and make sure each person understands what she is suppose to do. Keep

in direct contact with them. Make sure they understand their responsibilities.

Follow Through:

1. Check frequently with the committee to see that the project is on track.

2. Keep the board members and general membership informed on the process of the project.

3. Don’t spend money unless it has been budgeted. Make motions concerning this project prior to
the project, not after.

Records:

1. Make sure that the Chapter Project Report is completed. Give a copy to the R & R Local Program
Manager to be kept in the permanent files. Complete the report promptly. The sooner you do it
the easier it will be.

2. Submit a final report to the chapter, and make sure details are in the minutes for the chapter
newsletter. Include number participating, money raised and/or donated. Thank all committee
members and workers.

Afterthoughts:

1. Make recommendations concerning the project on your Project Report.

2. Recognize the efforts of the member for their help. Try not to be a one-person project.
Appreciate the efforts of others.

Other Hints:

1. When making reports at chapter meetings, be prepared and keep it simple. Remember that too
many details can be boring. Many small details can be left in the hands of the committee
members for personal decisions.

2. Remember that when you delegate responsibility you also delegate some decision making as
well.

3. Be tactful. These members are volunteers with other responsibilities. Don’t be upset if everyone
doesn’t share your interested and excitement.

4. Don’t be afraid to admit mistakes and be patient with others. This is how we learn and grow.

5. Beresponsible with your time schedules. Give people enough time to get the job done. Make
your assignments clear. Be specific. Remember, they must understand what is expected of
them to carry it out successfully.

6. And always remember to have fun!
