ñ97% of the women killed by another family member were killed by their husbandò 

ñ63% of boys, ages 11 to 20, arrested for homicide, have killed their motherôs abuserò 

5-10% of domestic violence victims are men, although this is a highly underreported number due to societyôs 
stigmas.ò 

ñA women is abused every 9-15 secondsò 

ñChildren are present during 80% of the assaults against their mothersò 

ñBy age 20, 1 in 3 young women will experience dating violenceò 

Those are just some of the horrifying statistics out there. Is there anything you can do to help? Maybe you have wit-
nessed something like this, maybe you yourself have been a victim, maybe you suspect something.
